Fly Fishing in the Summer Heat

Flyfishing from a boat at this time of the year, when the sun is high in the sky and temperatures reach
into the 90’s, can lead to dehydration, heat exhaustion or heat stroke. Dehydration is a fluid deficiency
caused by insufficient fluids that can lead to excessive sweating, diarrhea, vomiting or fever. Heat
stroke is a life threating emergency caused by extreme overheating with a body temp over 104*F.
Dehydration is the bridge that can lead to heat exhaustion and heat stroke. Some of the symptoms of
heat exhaustion and dehydration are constant thirst, dry mouth, dark urine, dizziness, and nauseous.
Advance stage leading to heat stroke requires immediate medical attention.

Boating keeps us from finding shade for an extended period. With the sun reflecting off the water we
become more susceptible to the effects of the sun. Using sunscreen helps avoid sunburn but does
little for keeping our core temperature down since it can prevent pores from sweating. Here are some
things to help keep your core temperature down. Wear a good large brim hat that also helps shield the
sun. While short sleeved shirts and shorts may feel better, it's ideal to keep yourself covered from
head to toe with long synthetic breathable shirts and pants. Similarly, it is ideal to wear loose fitting
clothes that are light colored (not dark colors which absorb heat).

Drink lots of water (more than you think) to avoid the beginning stages of dehydration. Avoid
caffeinated beverages, i.e. coffee and soft drinks since they are diuretics (and can cause dehydration).
Keep water cold with ice or try freezing half of it the night before. Cold water is very helpful in getting
cooled off. Drink water with electrolytes such as Gator Aid, Liquid IV or Propel. There are several on
the market to choose from. Another idea is to keep a spray bottle filled with water in your cooler. If
the captain moves the boat to another location, use that spray bottle to get cooled off before getting
overheated. Purchase a sponge type bandana from a sporting-goods store. Soak it in water and put it
on the neck or top of the head to help cool off. A frozen water bottle on the back of your neck or
against your legs helps lower your body temperature.

When feeling overheated, sit down and rest until you feel recovered. Watch for these symptoms of
heat stroke: blurred vision, slurred speech, confusion and fainting. Since it can be deadly; get help
immediately. It is best not to go fishing alone and it's also ideal to let other people know where you are
planning to go. Ideally start fishing trips at or just before sunup and get off the water around 11 am or
noon as the temperatures starts to reach its peak. Alternately, you can start your fishing trip late in the
afternoon and fish into the evening to avoid the heat.

It's very fun to go fly fishing in the summer months, since it is a peak time for catching snook, tarpon,
trout and redfish, etc. However, it’s ideal to consider these precautions to keep your outings safe.
